5. Stir the maple syrup, agave nectar or honey into
the rose bud liquid, stirring constantly until fully

dissolved.

6. Pour the rose bud elixir into clean glass bottles

and store in a cool place.

7. Dilute a tablespoon of the elixir in water or tea

as needed or enjoy it straight.
